 Chairman Gant began the meeting at 8:37 a.m.  

 

 The meeting agenda as well as the minutes from the September 16, 2015 were 

approved.  

 

 Chairman Gant introduced the first agenda item: Road System Management Authority 

Proposal. Committee Mr. Kernan provided a briefing (attached) entitled “Focused Road 

System Management Authority.” The thrust of the briefing is to treat the multiple owner 

Hilton Head roads and streets as a single road system. Via a memorandum of 

understanding among the owners a Project Manager would be placed in charge of the 

single road system project. Using a systems approach the Manager would define the 

traffic network, establish a budget and schedule to make necessary changes to roads 

and traffic management. The project would include use of “Internet of things” 

technology to provide dynamic control of traffic via an automated integrated traffic light 

system. 

 
 Chairman Gant then introduced the second agenda item: Schedule for Traffic Modeling 

and Mitigation. Shawn Colin provided an update that initial mitigation 

recommendations will be discussed at the next meeting. The 2015 traffic conditions 

have been modeled and are under review. Staff received the input from Committee 

Member and realtor David Bachelder on the potential most-likely development for the 

2030 projections.  

 
 Chairman Gant then introduced the third agenda item: Outline for Traffic Status and 

Mitigation. The Committee reviewed and approved an outline format for keeping track 

of status and mitigation options. 



 

  

 
 Chairman Gant then introduced the forth agenda item: Interim Report to Town Council.  

The Committee approved the draft interim report that will be sent to the Town Council 

members before their November planning retreat. 

 

 Chairman Gant then introduced the fifth agenda item: Urban Planning Consultant 

Selection. Composition of the consultant selection team was reviewed and approved by 

the Committee. David Ames, Kyle Theodore and Mike Thomas will work with the Town 

Staff to review proposals and make recommendations to the Committee on the selection 

of an urban planning consultant. Responses are due November 3rd. Copies of responses 

will be distributed to the selection team who will check references and select a number 

of candidates for in-person interviews.

Conclusions

1 .   Roads and streets must be treated as a single system.

2. All Road Owners/Authorities plans/projects must be 
unified via single management authority.

3. Multiple funding sources must be used and coordinated
e.g. State, County, TIF.

4. The single management authority must plan, budget
and schedule a five year road system initiative.
